Performance Measures

The State Treasurer is responsible for the management and protection of State funds and property. In this capacity, the Treasurer selects and manages the depository facilities for State 
funds, issues or authorizes agents to issue payments of State funds, invests excess funds, safekeeps all State securities and investments, and provides insurance protection against sudden 
and unanticipated damage to State property or liability of State employees. The State Treasurer plans, prepares, and advertises State of Maryland General Obligation bond issues, and 
through the Capital Debt Affordability Committee reviews the size and condition of State tax-supported debt and other debt of State units on a continuing basis. The State Treasurer 
annually reviews the total amount of State debt that prudently may be authorized for the next fiscal year.

To make Maryland a state that maximizes its personnel and technology as complementary resources to efficiently and effectively manage cash and investments, minimize potential risks 
and unexpected losses, and manage debt in order to confidently plan for the future and maintain the State’s AAA bond rating.

Accurately reconcile all Treasury State bank accounts.
Reconcile the State’s Main Depository, Main Disbursement, Payroll, and Income Tax Refund bank accounts within five days of receipt of the bank statement.
