Pursuant to page 56 of the 2022 Joint Chairmen’s Report (JCR), the budget committees request
the Department of Budget and Management (DBM) to submit a report by November 15, 2022, on

Monitoring the Use of Federal Stimulus Funds. Thank you for the extension.

Given the influx of a significant amount of federal stimulus and other relief funding into Maryland
since the start of the COVID-19 pandemic ($81 billion including $20 billion to state government),
Committee Narrative directed DBM to explore the existing mechanisms and data available to evaluate:

e The extent already distributed funds have been utilized in alignment with federal rules and

guidance to appropriately serve targeted populations and prevent improper use;

e Opportunities for improving agency administration of funds to ensure proper compliance with
federal rules, reduction of cybersecurity risks, and appropriate internal auditing procedures;

e Outcomes that can be measured to determine the impact COVID-19 assistance has had in

Maryland.

Funds distributed by the state government have been utilized in alignment with federal rules and
guidance. Content in this report demonstrates DBM’s processes and use of data to monitor and evaluate
the portfolio. It starts at the summary level of all relief funding, and then focuses in on the American
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Rescue Plan, State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) as its $3.7 billion dollar award and portfolio
of 90 projects contain the most rigorous compliance and reporting requirements from the U.S. Treasury.

Overview

Maryland governments, individuals, households, small businesses, hospitals, nonprofits, and
others were awarded $81 billion in COVID-19 stimulus funds from 269 federal programs. !
Federal Funds Information for States reports that $16.5 billion (20%) was awarded to the state
government and an additional $6 billion was awarded to a combination of state government and
other recipients, for example the state and local governments. This report describes existing
mechanisms and data available to the Maryland Department of Budget and Management (DBM)
to evaluate the following:

e The extent already distributed funds have been utilized in alignment with federal rules
and guidance to appropriately serve targeted populations and prevent improper use;

e Opportunities for improving agency administration of funds to ensure proper compliance
with federal rules, reduction of cybersecurity risks, and appropriate internal auditing
procedures;

e Outcomes that can be measured to determine the impact COVID-19 assistance has had in
Maryland.

Funds distributed by the state government have been utilized in alignment with federal rules and
guidance. Content in this report demonstrates DBM’s use of data to evaluate the portfolio. The
following chart illustrates the $81 billion in federal stimulus received by primary recipient.

The following table includes the top 20 programs by award amount. The $15 billion in awards
from the Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) was the largest dollar program, and the primary
recipients were small businesses. Seven of the eight largest awards were part of the CARES Act
of 2020, distributed at that time to meet the emergency needs of the pandemic shutdown. The
largest grant award to the state was the $3.7 billion dollar State Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF)
award from the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.

Different federal stimulus programs have different monitoring and oversight requirements. For

example, the federal Pandemic Response Accountability Committee (PRAC) was primarily

responsible for fraud monitoring on the Paycheck Protection Program because the awards were
direct to small businesses. The PRAC’s Analytics Center of Excellence utilizes advanced
forensic techniques to uncover suspicious activity, and then works with the Fraud Task Force,
Offices of Inspectors General, and law enforcement with the authority to investigate.

Unemployment Insurance related fraud is investigated by the Department of Labor. For example,
on July 12. 2022. the U.S. Department of Justice returned an indictment charging nine

defendants in relation to Maryland and California CARES Act COVID-19 unemployment

insurance fraud.
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State of Maryland

The Maryland Department of Health (MDH) and local government recipients were primarily
responsible for monitoring and oversight of Coronavirus Relief Funds (CRF) that were awarded
to the state under the CARES Act of 2020. Nearly all federal grants have uniform guidance to
comply with as part of 2 CFR 200 of the Federal Code of Regulations.

Some agencies received multiple awards under different legislation. For example, the Maryland
State Department of Education’s (MSDE) use of Elementary and Secondary School Emergency
Relief (ESSER) was awarded under three separate pieces of legislation. Monitoring and
oversight are performed by MSDE directly and have established program evaluation capabilities
with outside contractors to help ensure compliance with federal rules. MSDE reported to be on-
track with spending and performance requirements at the end of state fiscal year 2022. More
information about monitoring for ESSER is available at MSDE’s ESSER Transparency site.

In some cases, agencies received multiple awards under one program. For example, the
Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) received direct award for the
Homeowner Assistance Fund and the Emergency Rental Assistance Program. In these examples,
the agency leads monitoring and oversight.

State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) have the most rigorous compliance and
reporting requirements. The $3.7 billion SLFRF award requires the state to provide quarterly
Project and Expenditure Reports to the U.S. Treasury and a comprehensive, public-facing
SLFRF Annual Performance Report. SLFRF is the largest portfolio of projects that the
Department of Budget and Management (DBM) provides management and oversight of and is
subsequently the focus of this report.

The following sections include content about the system of people, processes, and technology
that work together every day to orchestrate, quantify, and innovate the management and
oversight of SLFRF.
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State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF)

The Department of Budget and Management’s (DBM) oversight of the State and Local Fiscal
Recovery Funds (SLFRF) represents the largest discretionary budgeting in the ARP portfolio.
The SLFRF program contains 28 projects, including 89 subprojects totaling over $3.5 billion.

When the American Rescue Plan (ARP) became law on March 11, 2021, Governor Larry Hogan
and the General Assembly moved quickly to reach a bipartisan spending plan for State and Local
Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF). Supplemental Budget #5 was introduced by the governor on
March 31, 2021 reflecting appropriations for many of the agreed-upon items.

Governor Hogan and the General Assembly were confident the spending plan would:
e Support urgent COVID-19 response efforts to decrease the spread of the virus
e Support immediate economic stabilization for households and businesses
e Address public health and economic challenges that have contributed to the unequal
impact of the pandemic on certain populations
e Replace lost public sector revenue to strengthen support for vital public services and to
help retain jobs

The U.S. Treasury’s Final Rule establishes that SLFRF can be utilized for:
e Public health responses for those impacted by the pandemic, including the general public
e Responses to the negative economic impacts that were experienced as a result of the
pandemic
e Additional services, either as a public health response or a response to the negative
economic impacts of the pandemic, for disproportionately impacted communities.

Prior to the federal American Rescue Plan (ARP), Governor

leveraged SLFRF for many of the projects, and excluded any
items in the original agreement that are not eligible based on
the Final Rule. Many of the Recovery Now projects are
completed, demonstrating the speed of implementation,
timely distribution of funds, and equitable support to
Marylanders and organizations in-need.

2022 Annual Perfarmance Report

U.S. Treasury compliance and reporting requirements
include reporting on the use of SLFRF to appropriately serve @
targeted populations. This information is contained in the
comprehensive SLFRF Annual Performance Report. The
report was published on August 1, 2022. DBM provided a
copy of the report to the General Assembly.

The American Rescue Plan section of the
DBM website contains public-facing
monitoring reports.
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The state also reports on SLFRF each quarter directly to the U.S. Treasury via data upload to a
web portal in accordance with financial and performance reporting requirements. There are
seven (7) Treasury-compliant Templates that the state uploads. DBM has a contract with Hagerty
Consulting to support data collection, analysis, and technical assistance. DBM staff provide
oversight and guidance to the consultant. Hagerty Consulting collects the financial and
performance data for each of the 89 SLFRF subprojects. The data are then organized into the
Treasury-compliant Templates and uploaded for review by the U.S. Treasury. Projects are
organized into seven (7) expenditure groups and over sixty (60+) expenditure categories to
ensure the state’s projects are allowable under the Treasury’s Final Rule. Before the compliance
data is transmitted to the U.S. Treasury, it is reviewed and approved for upload by the Deputy
Secretary of DBM each quarter.

The following data is collected and uploaded for review by the U.S. Treasury each quarter:

e Project Baseline Template: Includes the basic project information, description,
compliance with labor laws, and information about project demographics and audiences.

e Subrecipients Over $50K Table: This is a list of all subrecipients (grantees) that received
an SLFRF award of more than $50,000. It includes the name, address, and other relevant
information about each subrecipient.

e Subawards Over $50K Table: Including subaward number and description. These data
are later made available to the public by the U.S. Treasury on USAspending.gov

Improper Use

Monitoring and oversight touches each stage in financial management. Preventing improper use
starts with the budgeting process. For example, the DBM Office of Budget Analysis provides
training to agencies on COVID-19 federal stimulus budgeting in its annual guidance. These
established processes help to ensure allocations, obligations, and expenditures comply with
regulations. Training and ongoing support also ensure the expenditure of funds are correctly
coded so that the state’s financial transaction system (FMIS) can record and report out to check
for proper use throughout budget execution. Ad-hoc reporting using the Excel interface in the
state’s Budget Analysis Reporting System (BARS) also gives agency users the ability to perform
monitoring for improper use. The following diagram illustrates the enterprise architecture that
supports management and evaluation in compliance with laws, regulations, and policies.

Training, Coaching, and Technical Assistance

Monitoring and evaluation also requires a human-centered approach to meet laws, regulations,
and policies, for example under 2 CFR 200.329 — 200.332 of the Federal Code of Regulations.
DBM established a curriculum of professional development training to ensure SLFRF project
teams have the tools they need to meet compliance and reporting requirements. For example, on
November 2, 2022, Hagerty Consulting led a technical assistance webinar to state employees on
the topic of Subrecipient Monitoring and Oversight. One hundred (100) financial and grant
managers registered, and it included continuing professional education (CPE) credits.

DBM established an internal knowledge base and collaboration space for all SLFRF project
teams, training, coaching, and technical assistance. DBM provides formal guidance on serving
targeted populations.

Technical assistance services include training webinars, office hours, development of templates,
checklists, supporting documentation, data collection, and data quality.

DBM has established networks with federal agency personnel and with industry to ensure the
latest guidance and regulations are followed. For example, DBM maintains a subscription to
Federal Funds Information for States. It includes an inventory of all federal grants, weekly
summary of congressional actions, agency guidance and regulations, and access to FFIS staff to
answer questions. DBM also participates in monthly calls with the National Association of State
Budget Officers (NASBO), an invaluable resource comprised of financial management
professionals from nearly every state that collaborate on federal rules and guidance.

This system of people, processes, and technology empower DBM to innovate, quantify, and
orchestrate the management and oversight of the COVID-19 federal stimulus portfolio.

Opportunities for Improving Agency Administration of Funds

Agency compliance with federal rules for the administration of funds is an iterative process that
encourages continuous improvement by design. For example:

e Recovery Now projects were required to file bi-weekly oversight reports for compliance
with the state’s RELIEF Act of 2021. The reports are available on DBM’s website.

e DBM conducts SLFRF oversight meetings, including at least bi-monthly check-ins with
agency project teams to assess progress on spending and performance, including project
demographic information regarding projects hitting intended audiences.

e For FY23, DBM has expanded a desk review program for SLFRF projects. These include
reviews of all SLFRF-related internal records, financial information, and program
documentation to verify and validate agency compliance.

Three keys to success DBM continues to build on with the agencies are human-centered:

1.) Each agency has a project team for SLFRF administration, including a team captain.
DBM will continue to improve collaboration between teammates in a remote work
environment with teamwork tools and techniques.

2.) Visibility so that as DBM is supporting agencies there is transparency throughout the
process. This helps DBM to make recommendations for corrective actions.

3.) DBM is coaching agencies on subrecipient monitoring to reduce level of effort burdens
related to wrangling data. By utilizing change management techniques helps the agencies
to make iterative improvements, for example, to collect better demographic data from
subrecipients so that we can take equity analysis to the next level in FY23.

Non-Entitlement Units (NEUs) Example

Between June 2021 and August 2022, the state successfully distributed $479 million of
Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Funds to one hundred and forty-five (145) eligible Non-
Entitlement Units (NEUs) of local governments in Maryland, as required by American Rescue
Plan Act. Each NEU is considered a prime recipient of federal funds by the U.S. Treasury. The
state was required to collect contact, banking, and other information from NEUSs prior to making
disbursements. DBM worked with the Department of Housing and Community Development
(DHCD) and external consultants to institute a payment process. Internal controls, including
multiple stages of review and segregation of duties between DBM and DHCD helped facilitate
the timely disbursement of first-tranche payments to NEUs, totaling $239,629,803, on November
1, 2021, and second-tranche distribution payments, totaling $239,880,219 on August 12, 2022.

Reduction of Cybersecurity Risks

DBM follows compliance with federal and state laws, regulations, and policies (LRPs) for
cybersecurity, led by the Department of Information Technology (DolT), including through the
State of Maryland Information Technology Security Manual. Its purpose is to describe the
security requirements with which executive departments and independent state agencies must
comply to protect the confidentiality, integrity and availability of Maryland Information Systems
(MIS) and State-owned data.

The policy applies to any Maryland Information System that electronically generates, receives,
stores, processes or transmits State-owned data, whether the system is hosted on the state
network or by a third-party provider. Additionally, the provisions of the Manual apply to all
Maryland state employees, contractors, and potential information system users.

Following DolT’s lead and promoting its policies throughout engagement with agencies is key to
DBM’s approach to reducing cybersecurity risks. DoIT has the authority to set policy and
provide guidance and oversight for the security and privacy of all the IT systems in accordance
with Maryland Code, State Finance and Procurement § 3A-303 and § 3A-305. The most critical
federal and state laws, regulations, executive orders, policies, standards, and directives followed
are indicated below:

Internal auditing activities are primarily associated with budget execution, accounting, and
evaluation. Audit results can then be used to take corrective actions. Audit results can also be
used to support subsequent cycles of planning, programming, and budgeting.

Budget execution data, including expenditures and revenue, adjustments, human resources
position data (for salaries and benefits forecasting), and contracts data are managed and stored in
the state’s Financial Management Information System (FMIS) and the Budget Analysis and
Reporting System (BARS). Audit procedures for SLFRF include transaction reviews, document
reviews, and performance reviews for compliance with laws, regulations, and policies.

Through its contract with Hagerty Consulting, DBM is leading SLFRF desk audits to review
compliance. The following table describes this work:

Other activities include training to agency internal audit and inspector general offices on SLFRF
compliance issues, subrecipient oversight, and tools for audit to empower personnel.

Evaluations of SLFRF projects are also required by the U.S. Treasury in some cases, in addition
to audits. For example, SLFRF projects are required to describe how an agency used evidence-
based best practices in a project’s design. For projects that did not use evidence, the U.S.
Treasury asks that agencies conduct rigorous project evaluations. DBM is working with SLFRF
project teams on this requirement through the period of performance ending in 2026.

Outcomes

The SLFRF Annual Performance Report lists twelve (12) Key Outcome Goals, outcome
measures for Improving Public Health and Reducing Negative Economic Impacts, and agencies
were asked to write about outcomes for each project. The following section describes that work
in more detail.

12 Key Outcome Goals for SLFRF

All twelve (12) Key Outcome Goals for SLFRF are available for analysis by the public on the
state’s open data portal and on state websites. All 12 are also part of the state’s Managing For
Results (MFR) program.

Improving Public Health Outcome Measures

Improving Public Health is U.S. Treasury SLFRF Expenditure Group 1. It is core to the
allowable use of funds for the award. The SLFRF Annual Report contains a section on
Improving Public Health outcome measures. Health equity is an outcome in-focus for many of
these projects. An example of an outcome measure for Improving Public Health is Maryland’s
COVID-19 vaccination rate by race / ethnicity compared to the national average.

Reducing Negative Economic Impacts Outcome Measures

There are also outcomes that measure economic recovery listed in the annual report. Outcomes
do not need to be entirely attributed to SLFRF projects, as many factors contribute to economic
recovery. SLFRF is helping to move the needle. SLFRF has an impact on outcomes. How much
of a relationship there is between SLFRF project activities and outcomes is open to
interpretation. Reports like this one and the annual performance report serve to inform.

Real Gross Domestic Product (GDP)

GDP by county is the value of goods and services produced by the county's economy less the
value of goods and services used up in their production. It is the sub-state counterpart of the
nation's GDP. It is the U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis (BEA's) featured and most
comprehensive measure of U.S. economic activity. As of the fourth quarter of 2021, Maryland’s
Real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) was at 99.2 percent of its reading from the fourth quarter of
2019 (pre-pandemic).

GDP by county statistics can be used by business and policymakers to identify the economic
drivers in a county. The statistics also provide county officials and planners with important new
information for allocating resources and designing new economic development strategies. GDP
by county statistics can also help researchers study the industry composition of local economies
and the long-term effects of development policies.

The map below shows the change in GDP by county between 2019 and 2020. GDP decreased in
most of Maryland’s 24 jurisdictions, although GDP did rise slightly in two counties. The next
update will contain 2021 data. It is expected to be released in December 2022 and will provide
valuable insight into how local economies are recovering.

SLFRF Performance Management

In total, agencies have established more than 200 performance measures for SLFRF projects.
Many of the measures are outputs, meaning the counts and amounts of grants, broken down by
county, zip code, and census tract. Many of the measures also include the count and amount to
underserved populations, small and minority businesses, and other relevant demographic
information.

DBM followed federal best practices from the U.S. Treasury and the state’s Managing For
Results program to establish a logic model framework for performance measures. The intent is
for DBM analysts to evaluate performance within the context of the activities (budget program
and subprogram codes) and inputs (budget object and sub-object codes). Agencies were asked to
establish outcomes and align the outcomes to outputs for SLFRF. The logic model framework is
a powerful tool to help monitor and evaluate performance. The graphic below illustrates the logic
model framework agencies used, planning backward from the outcomes the project wants to
achieve to what it takes to achieve them. DBM and the agencies are then able to monitor and
evaluate performance during strategy execution to take corrective actions and report results.

In total, agencies established more than 90 outcomes for their performance measures. Not all of
them are measurable. DBM continues to work with agencies to refine outcomes to make them
more measurable, but it is acceptable because outcomes are often used to help cast the vision for
what the agency is trying to accomplish, for example eliminating homelessness.

During strategy / budget execution, DBM can monitor performance to help agencies to take
corrective actions and to report results. The following graphic is a screenshot from a dashboard
DBM uses to manage oversight of the SLFRF measures.

Output Measures, Alignment to Outcomes

SLFRF outcome measures align to the outputs, activities, and inputs for each project. The
following provides more insight about performance related to the Reduction in Statewide Utility
Bill Arrearages. In the graphic below, over 150,000 customers received aid through this SLFRF
project, totaling $83,000,000. Detailed information, including the breakdown by geography helps
us to determine if grants hit their mark with intended audiences.

By having visibility into the outputs, DBM can monitor how the activities of the project are

moving the needle on outcomes. For example, the 2021 Maryland Public Service Commission

Annual Report describes statewide arrearages have dropped back to approximate pre-pandemic
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State of Maryland

levels for most utilities. And the number of customers experiencing payment difficulties is well
below historical averages. In this example, even though the funds have been expended, DBM
will continue to monitor the Public Service Commission’s reports to identify longer-term trends
in arrearages and customers facing payment difficulties.

Analytics provide insights into how projects are doing serving targeted audiences. For example,
the following charts show the distribution of emergency agriculture / MARBIDCO grants that
were part of the Recovery Now program (top) and the implementation of HB606 for emergency
energy assistance for vulnerable Marylanders. DBM has visibility into all of the SLFRF projects.

Conclusion

In conclusion, COVID-19 federal stimulus that have been awarded to the state government and
distributed by DBM, including State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF), have been
utilized in alignment with federal rules and guidance to appropriately serve targeted populations
and prevent improper use.

DBM has an integrated system of people, processes, and technology to innovate, quantify, and
orchestrate management and oversight of federal stimulus funds. The use of data to evaluate the
portfolio is valuable at every step in financial management, including planning, programming,
budgeting, budget execution, accounting, and evaluation.

Outcomes and outputs are measured to help determine the impact COVID-19 assistance has had
in Maryland. The extent to which stimulus can be attributed to outcomes is interpreted through
reports like the SLFRF Annual Performance Report that provide context, and key performance
indicators (KPIs) including Gross Domestic Product by county and industry.

DBM will continue to monitor federal stimulus awards, and provide management and oversight
of programs, including State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) through the period of
performance ending in 2026.

On October 20, 2022, Maryland was recognized as a leading state in evidence-
based policymaking by the National Governors Association and Results for
America in the 2022 Invest in What Works State Standard of Excellence. DBM
utilizes the What Works Framework (16 criteria) as a best practice guide for
SLFRF program performance management.
